OF STOCK MUFFLER       B E 
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WHEN INSTALLING THIS EXHAUST SYSTEM, MAKE SURE TO USE 
PROPER SAFETY PRECAUTIONS.  USE JACK STANDS WHEN UNDER 
TRUCK, BLOCK TIRES, USE SAFETY GLASSES AND GLOVES.   

DO NOT WORK WITH HOT PIPES! 
 
 

1.  Lay out the GIBSON EXHAUST SYSTEM on the floor so it looks like the    
      drawing and compare part numbers. 
 

2. Cut stock exhaust 2" in front of muffler behind the counter balance 

using a hacksaw and remove stock exhaust leaving all of the factory 

rubber grommets. 
 
3. Slide muffler with inlet towards the converter onto the stock front pipe. 

Must be directly against the converter.  Use a jack stand to support the 
muffler and clamp down using clamp #E but do not tighten. Muffler outlet 
should be approximately between 5 & 6 o’clock. Muffler inlet is looking into 
the louvers. 

 
4.  Install tailpipe # B with long side into the outlet of the muffler using #F  
     clamp to muffler. Then install over axle tailpipe #C.   
 
5.  Install stainless steel tip. Clamp down. To clean stainless tip use a scotch  
      brite pad and any stainless steel or aluminum cleaner. 
 
6.  When you have everything in place, tighten all bolts and clamp down.
