SUGGESTED TOOLS:
1", 9/16”, 15mm Socket & Wrench, WD-40, Jack Stand

TO REMOVE YOUR STOCK INSTALL OVERAXLE

EXHAUST, REMOVE IT FROM TAILPIPE #C INTO

THE CLAMP LOCATED JUST IN MUFFLER 1 3" TO 2".
FRONT OF THE MUFFLER AND INSERT HANGERS INTO
REMOVE HANGERS FROM RUBBER GROMMETS.USE

RUBBER GROMMETS BY PULLING
EXHAUST TOWARDS THE REAR
OF THE VEHICLE, USE WD-40
TO AID IN REMOVAL, LEAVE
GROMMETS IN PLACE.

CLAMP #E TO SECURE
PIPE TO MUFFLER.DO
NOT TIGHTEN.

INSTALL HEADPIPE # A
INTO STOCK PIPE. THE END
OF THE PIPE SHOULD BE AT
THE 12 O'CLOCK POSITION,.
INSERT WELDED HANGERS
INTO RUBBER GROMMET.
ATTACH WITH FACTORY
CLAMP. DO NOT TIGHTEN.

INSTALL YOUR
STAINLESS TIP TO
YOUR DESIRED LOOK.
NOW GO BACK AND
TIGHTEN ALL CLAMPS
STARTING FROM THE
FRONT AND WORKING
YOUR WAY BACK.

INSTALL MUFFLER # B
ONTO HEADPIPE 1 3" TO 2".
USE CLAMP # E TO SECURE
MUFFLER TO HEADPIPE. DO
NOT TIGHTEN. USE A JACK
STAND TO HOLD UP THE
MUFFLER. MUFFLER INLET
IS LOOKING INTO THE
LOUVERS. OUTLET SHOULD
BE AT T HE 10 O'CLOCK
POSITION.

MAKE SURE YOU HAVE A 1” CLEARANCE ON ALL RUBBER BRAKE LINES, SHOCK BOOTS,
TIRES, FUEL LINES, ETC..
